Directions for the Waterfront Stewardship Program 

Driving: 10 Central Road
RFK/Tri-borough Bridge (Toll: $6.94 E-ZPass; $11.19 mail; no 
leaving; RFK has cashless tolling)  

From Manhattan: If paying with E-ZPass at toll, stay left at toll pla-
za for the exit ramp to Randall’s Island, immediately after the toll 
plaza. If paying cash at toll, stay right for the exit to Randall’s Island, 
about a half-mile past toll plaza.  

From Queens: 

Stay right for the exit to Randall’s Island, immediately after the toll 
plaza.  

From the Bronx: 

Once on the Bridge continue toward Queens. After the Queens toll 
plaza, bear right for the Randall’s Island exit (~200 yards).  

Public Transportation: 

From Manhattan and the Bronx: 

 Take the 4, 5 or 6 subway to Lexington Ave and transfer to the
M35 bus (stop located outside of the NW exit in front of Duane
Reade). Get off at Icahn Stadium and walk to the East Entrance.

From Queens: 

 Take the N or W subway to the Lexington Ave/59th Street stop
and transfer to the 4 or 5 subway. Take the 125th St stop and
transfer to the M35 (stop located outside of the NW exit in
front of Duane Reade).

 Take the M60 bus to the East 125th Street & Lexington Avenue
stop. Transfer to the M35 bus (the stop is located around the
corner on Lexington Ave, in front of Duane Reade).

Walking from the 103rd Street Footbridge: 

 Once you enter the park, turn left and walk north up the
Water’s Edge Garden pathway.

 Travel over the boardwalk adjacent to the Little Hell Gate Salt-
marsh and turn right on the north side of the salt marsh.

 Once you reach the parking lot under the RFK Bridge, turn left
and walk past the South Entrance to the East Entrance (on your
left).
